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The Impact of the Different Degree of Bamboo Vinegar on the Different
Ornamental Plants Growth

Abstract: The effect of bamboo vinegar on the growth of some ornamental plants were investigated. The
results showed that the bamboo vinegar at 10 pL/cm’ (200 ~250 fold) concentration significantly were im-
proved the plant growth and increased the chlorophyll contend of the leaf. Besides the adaptiveness of different
plants to different concentration of bamboo vinegar was different too. It was suggested that bamboo vinegar at
specified concentration could improve the plant growth and delayed leaf senescence.
