A New Gloeostereum incarnatum Cultivar ‘Qirou 1’

Abstract: ‘Qirou 1’ is a new cultivar of Gloeostereum incarnatum. Its hypha body is white and grows
strongly. The fruit body is pink, flower shape. The diameter of a fruit body is 7.2 - 11.5 ¢cm and its weight
is 110 - 200 g. It has good quality and commercial characteristics. The period is 90 - 105 d from the
inoculation to the first harvest. The yield of fresh fruit body is 55.2 kg per 100 kg dry basis.
